Have
your child sign his or her own name on their Valentine cards, but please DO NOT address them to their
individual friends.

A HEALTHY CLASSROOM It is always a good idea to review the guidelines on when to keep your child
home due to illness. Here are our recommendations:

Acute Cold

Sore throat or earache

Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or abdominal pain

Signs of listlessness, weakness, chills, headache or fever
Swollen glands

Eyes — tearing, irritation, redness, swelling of lids, pus discharge, aversion to light

Mouth/Lungs — acute cough, open sores inside or outside, persistent foul odor on
breath (not caused by diet or medication)

Children should not return to school for 24 — 48 hours after vomiting has ended. Children should be
fever free for at least 24-48 hours without the use of fever-reducing medications. Also, please remind
your children to cover their cough and wash their hands often. Let’s all stay healthy!
