ANNUAL APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE

An ordinance making appropriations for all corporate purPoses for the Village of
Antioch, 1llinois, for the fiscal year commencing on the 1% day of May 1, 2011 and
ending the 30™ day of April, 2012.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE
OF ANTIOCH, LAKE COUNTY, ILLINOIS:

SECTION 2: That the appropriation herein made for any purpose shall be regarded as
the maximum amounts fo be expended under the respective appropriation accounts and
shall not be construed as a commitment, agreement, obligation, or liability of the Village
of Antioch, and such appropriation being subject to further approval as to expenditure
thereof by the Village Board of Trustees.
