Spocial Scrvice Aren for each such year and o {und any reguired reserve (unds. The Clublands
Bond Ordinance alse dirccts the Village to caleulate or lo cause the Consuliant approved by the
Village o calculate the Special ‘1'ax Requirement; fo amend the Special Tax Roll; to adopl an
ordingnce approving the amount of the cuirent calendar year’s Special Tax Requirement (as
defined in the Chiblunds Bond Oidinance) and abale the taxcs levied pursuant to the Clublands

Bond Ordinance to the extent the taxes levied exceed ihe Special Tax Requirement as caleuiated
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pursuant o the Village of Antioch Special Service Arey Number Twe (Clublands) Spa&iaE Tax
Roll angd Repott dated Agedl 29, 2003 (ihe “Special Tax Repod™) prepared by David Taussig &

Assoctubes, Tne, (the “Consullani™),

() Pursuant to the Speeial T'ax Report, the Consultant of the Village has

prepared a repoit for Levy Year 2012 dated November 27, 2012 (the "Adminisirative Report™)
which inchrdes as Lixhibit I1 thoreto the 2012 Amended Special Tax Roll (the “Amoendod Special
Tax Roll™} a copy of which is attached hercfo as Lixhibit A, and has determined that the Special
Tax Rc:quirmncnt.fc-r the S8A No. 2 Bonds for Levy Year 2012 is $1,099,233.94. The
Maxinnmum Paccel Special Taxes that may be levicd on taxable properly for Levy Year 2012 as
caleulaied by the Consullant pursuant Lo the Administrative Repori aller (aking inlo account

prepayments is $1,904,230.16.

Secetion 2. Orthe $1,926,302.32 of Special Taxes levied [or calendar year 2012
pursuant to Scction 6 of the Clublands Bond Ordinance $827,068.38 of such Special T'axes is

hereby abated resulting in a 2012 calondar year {evy of $1,099,233.94,

Section 3.

‘This report caleulates the 2012 special taxes required to pay annug! debt service on the Villape of
Auntioch {the "Village") Special Service Arca Number Two ("SSA No. 27) Special Tax Bonds,
Series 2003 (Clublands Project) (Hie "Series 2003 Ronds™) and adminisbrative expenses and
apportions the special taxes o each taxable parcel within SSA No. 2. Pursuant to the Special
Service Arca Acl (the "Act™), the Village Board is the governing body of SSA MNeo. 2. The
Village Board must annually, prior to the last Tuesday of december, approve by ordinance the
special texes to be colleefed, abale the Maximum Parcel Special Taxes in excess of the special
taxes to be collected, and diccel the County Clerk of Lake Counly to extend the special taxes for
collection. The special taxes will be billed oa the tax bili for ed valorem property taxcs.

SSA No, 2 was cstablished by Ovdinance No. 02-09-39 adopied by the Village Iloard on
September 27, 2002, as amended by Qrdinance No. 03-05-18 adopted by the Village Board oi
hiay 5, 2003 {lhe "Establishing Ordinancc"). An aerizl map of 58A No. 2 is atfached herefo as
Exhibit A, 'The listablishing Ordinance anthorized SSA No. 2 (o provide special services, issue
honds, and fevy a special tax to repay the bonds.

The descriplion of e public improvements, as set forth herein, are goneral in
nature, ‘The final description, specilications, location, and costs of improvements
and facilities will be defermined wpon the preparation of final plans and
speeifications and completion of the fmprovements. The [inal plans may show
subsiituies, in e or modifications to the proposed special services in order o
accomplish the works of bmprovemenis, and any substifotion, incremse, of
deerease to the ameunt of public improvemenls foanced shatl not be a change or
modilication in the proceedings as fong as the tolal improvement costs actually
funded, when allocaled on a per dweling unit basis, is equivalent [or each single-
family home within SSA No. 2.

BONDED INDEBTEDNESS

1t is anticipated that the public improvements will be linanced theough the issuance of
two series of bonds. Tolal suthorized bonded Indebtedness is $30,800,000. Bonds in the
approximate amount of $13,885,000 and 38,780,000 arc anficipated to be issued in May
2003 and March 2005, respectively. Tssuance costs are eslimafed to be approximately
four percent of the principal amount of the bonds. Jiach bond issue is eslimated to inchide
a rescive fund equal to approximately ten percent of the origlnal principal amount of the
bonds and approximately two vears of capitubized miercst. The toon of the bonds is
expected to range from 28 {o 30 years, with principal amoitized over a period of
approximately 25 to 27 years, Amnual debl scrvice payments will increase approximalely
1.50% annually. Parsuant to the jlond Ordinance, special laxes have been levied
assuming $22,570,000 of principal at an average coupan rate of 0.875%.

The final sizing of the bonds may be modified as appropriste to meed 1he objectives of the
financing and prevailing bond market conditions. These modifications may include, but
arc not limited ta, changes in the following:

Bond timing, phasing, andfor cscrows;

Capitalized interest period;

Pringipal smortization (i.c., bond term and annual debt service payment);
Beserve fund size and form; and

Coupon rates.

Expressed in perconiage
terms, inferest and principal payments and administrative expenses less ihe
investment caritings on fhe rescrve lund are projocted to average ninety-one
porecid (21.0%) of maxinun annual speeial taxes, and the spectal laxes available
to mitigate delinquencies are estimated to average nine percent (%.0%). Since the
funded special services costs per dwelling unit is the sane for all single-family
homes, the madimum ansual spocial lax is also the same for cach home. The
derivation of the maximum annual special lax is show in Table 8 below.

The required maximmm annual special taxes are based upon the bond assumptions
sel fortlr in Scelion TV above and an assumption of an average coupon rate of
6.75%. ‘the maximum annual special tax per single family home is simply
computed by dividing the required maxismim annwal special taxes by the number
of single-Family homes.

"Preminm® mcans an amouit equal to the Principal multiplied by the
applicable redemption premium, if any, for any Bonds so redeemed with the
proveeds ol any such propayiment. Any applicable redernplion premium shall
be as sct forth in the Road Indentore.

"Defersance™ means ihe amount needed to pay inlerest on the Principal (o
be redecined unfit the carliest redemption date for the outstanding Bonds less
for any Speciat Tax herelofore paid and which s not needed fo pay
Administiaiive Exponaes nok kas boeon used for the Special Tax Reguircmcnt.

"Fees™ egual the exponses ol 35A No. 2 assoclated wilh the Specisl Tax
Bond Prepayment as caleulated by the Village ar itz designee and inclade,
but me not iimited to, e cosis of computing the Special Tax Bond
Prepayinent, the costs of redeeming the Nonds, and the costs of recording and
publishing any notices o evidenece the Specixl Tax Bond Prepayment and the
redeimption of Bonds.

"Reserve Fund Credit! shall equal the tesser of (i) the expected reduction
in the gpplicable Reserve Requirement {as defined in the Bond Tndentore), i0
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any, following he redemption of Bonds fram proceeds of the Special Tax
Bond Prepayment or (i1} the amousl dezived by subtracting the new Rescerve
Requirement in effect aller the redemption of Bonds from proceeds of the
Special Tax Bond Prepayment from the balanece in the Reserve Fund (as
defined in the Bond Tndenture) on the prepayment dade, bul in no event shail
such amount be kess than wero.

‘The Maxtmurt Parcel Special Tax may also be propald in part, provided that proceeds for
sy such prepayment are sufficiend 1o permit the redemption of Bonds in such amounts and
maturities deemed neccssary by the Administralor and in accordance with the Bond
Tadenture. The amount of any partial Special Tax Bond Prepayment shall be computed
pursuant to the appropreiale preceding section substituting the portion of the Maxinum Parecl
Special Tax lo be prepaid for the Maximum Parecl Special Tax when computing Principal.

‘T'he sunt of the amounts caleiated in Section G. I shall be paid to the Village, deposited with
lhe trustee, and used to pay lov public improvements in aceordance with the Bond Indenture
and to pay the Fees associated with the Special Tax Bond Prepayment.

Upon the payment of the
Special Tax 1ond Prepayment amount to the Village, the obligation to pay the portion of the
Maximum Parcel Speeial Tax which is prepald for such Parcel shall be dected to be
pevmancntly zatisfied, such podion of the Maximum Parcel Special Tax shall not be
colleated therenfier from such Paicel, and in the ovent the cntire Maximum Parcel Speciat
Tax is prepaid the Administrator shall causc a satisfaction of special lax licn for such Parcel
o be recorded within 30 working days of receipt of the Speeial Tax Bond Prepayment.

MANDATORY SPRCIAL TAX PREPAYMENT

If at uny lime the Administralor deictinines that thers has been or will be a reduction in the
Maximum SSA Special Taxcs as a result of an smendment to the Preliminary Piat, Final
Plat, or other cvent which reduces the expecied nunber of single-fumily lots or dwelling
uniis (L.c., 960), then & mandatory prepayment of the Maximum Paccel Special Tax (the
"Mandatory Speeial Tax Prepayment™ coreesponding to such reduction shall be calculated.
The Mandatery Special Tex Prepayment amount will be caleulated using the prepayment
formuia described in Scetion €, as applicable, with the following medifications:

'Fhe amownd by which the Maximum SSA Special Taxes have been reduced
shall scrve as the numeralor when computing Principal; and

No Reserve lfund Credit shall be given.
The Mandaiory Special Tax Prepayment shall be due prior to any development approval,
subdivision of land, conveyance, or other action that results in a reduction in the Maximum
SSA Special Taxes, The Mandatory Special Tax Prepayment shall be levied against the
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propetly on which the reduction has or witl eeeur. The Mandatory Spevial Tax Propayment
shall have the same sale and licn priorities as are provided for regular property taxes, A
Mandutory Special Tax Prepayment shall not reduce the Maxinom Parce! Special Tax for
any Parccl. ‘The amount of any Mandatory Special Vax Prepayment shall nof exceed the
Privcipal plus any Promium, Defeasance, and Foos as such foumns ave defined in Section G.

‘This Rade and Method of Levying Special Taxes may be amended by ondinance of the
Village and, to the maximum extent poimitted by the Act, such amendments may be made
without further notice under the Act and without notice (o owners of property within 88A

(i1} provide (or lawlul procedures for the collection and enforeement of the Special Tax so as
{o assure the efficient coilection of the Special Tax for the benefit of the owners of the
Bonds, (iil) olerwisc improve the ability of the Village to fulfill its obligations fo evy,
extend, and collect the Speciad Tax and to malke it available for the payment of the Bonds
and Administrative Expenscs, and (iv) make any change decied necessary or adviszbie by
the Vilkege, provided such change is nol detvimental to the owners of property subject (o the
Maximum Parcet Special Tax. No such amendment shall be approved by the 3oard if it
violates my other agrecmeitt binding upon the Village and unless and until it has () found
mnd delermined that the mmendment is necessary and appropriate and docs not matertaily
adversely affect the rights of the owners of the onds or the Village has obizined the consent
of mie hundred percent {180,00%6) of the ovncrs of the Bouds and (ii) received an epinion of
a nationally recognized bond counsel to the effect that the smendmoent does not vielate the
Act, and is authorized pursnant to the terms of (he Bond Indentare and this Rale and Method
ol Levying Special ‘Taxes.
